Arriving just as the
markets close, Food For Free’s staff asks farmers and
other vendors to donate leftover food for distribution
to local food programs. The food collected gets refrig-
erated overnight and delivered to food pantries, shel-
ters, or meal programs the very next morning. The
partnership with Metro Pedal Power is expected to
bring in an additional 24,000 pounds of food.
